HIGH FIRE PORCELAINS & WHITE STONEWARES

GLACIA PORCELAIN (Cone 6-10) A unique porcelain throwing body with translucency comparable to much more expensive bodies that use
imported Grolleg. Through the use of several new domestic kaolins, this porcelain not only exhibits great whiteness and translucency, it also
has plasticity and throwability rarely found in a porcelain body without the undesirably high shrinkage. A very popular clay with professionals.

PIER PORCELAIN (Cone 10) This custom formulated porcelain attains a previously unheard of combination of translucency, whiteness, and
greenffired strength without slumping or warping found in other grolleg porcelains. Nothing is spared in the pursuit of maximum visual and
tactile satisfaction. One of the finest pure grolleg porcelains you will ever throw, cast, or use. White with translucency when fired to Cone 10.

MACABEE (Cone 10) Our newest clay is a reformulation of our old MAC formula, with improved throwability while remaining quite white. A
nice alternative to more expensive porcelain, MACABEE is whiter than B-mix, with high plasticity, density, & good glaze fit.

SANTA BARBARA WHITE (Cone 7-10) A unique blend including Kaolin and Ball clays. It is a very smooth, plastic, porcelain-type body
successfully used for both small and large functional ware. It contains no grog and has a final shrinkage of approximately 13%.

BIG SUR (Cone 7-10) The same formula as our popular Santa Barbara White, but with the addition of sand, and medium grog formulated for
larger throwing, while still maintaining it's light color. A white clay with a bit of tooth, ideal for wheel-thrown ware where porcelain is just not
strong enough.

HIGH FIRE STONEWARES

612 STONEWARE (Cone 7-10) A special blend of fire, ball and kaolin clays formulated using sand and grog with a plasticity suitable for small
or large work. It's is excellent inexpensive general-purpose clay for hand or wheel work. It has a tan/cream color in Cone 10 oxidation, and
turns a beautiful light brown/buff color with slight tan specks when fired in reduction.

BRAVO BUFF (Cone 6-10) A superb all-around clay body. This long-standing recipe is renown for it throwing characteristics for large or
small work. However, it is a unique, premium body with a warm, light-buff to gray color with no iron spots, even in reduction. It can be thrown
quite thin and is also excellent for tall pieces. One of our most popular clays with professionals.

CINNAMON (Cone 4-10) A specifically blended throwing clay with excellent plasticity and thermal shock characteristics making it especially
suitable for functional ware. It has light grog and a fine sand to provide strength with a reasonably smooth finish. In oxidation, it is a warm buff
with a slight warm orange hue. This darkens in reduction to an orange-chocolate brown while maintaining its warmth. Heavy body reduction is
not necessary and we recommend oxidation the last 15 minutes to maximize the warmth of the clay itself.

GROGZILLA (Cone 6-10) An extremely heavy duty buff orange to brown sculpture body. Four types of grog, and feldspar inclusions make
this the most textural and interesting clay body for large scale sculpture available today. Excellent in wood firing, soda firing, and salt firing!

ORION STOUT (to Cone 10) Our most popular clay body! A light colored (off white tending to grey/buff), and strong grogged clay body. It
contains 25 percent fine to medium grog and sand (about twice normal stonewares) - enough for extra strength yet fine enough for throwing.
This clay is excellent for throwing large pieces as well as for sculpture, raku and other situations demanding extra strength.

SCULPTURE/RAKU MIX (to Cone 10) A heavily grogged off-white body designed particularly for the extreme demands of sculptural work. It
is also a good throwing body because it is plastic and does not have very large grog. Due to its strength, it is also excellent for raku and other
special firing methods. Total shrinkage at Cone 05 is 6% and at Cone 10 is 9%. Slightly off-white at Cone 06 is perfect for raku.

SMOOTH SCULPTURE (to cone 10) Blended to be smooth. It sticks well to itself for fine detail sculpting, w/extra fine grog & low shrinkage.

T-2 STONEWARE (Cone 6-10) The same formulation as 612 except it contains a high iron content fire clay. Thus, at Cone 6 oxidation it
looks similar to 612 at Cone 10 reduction. When reduced at Cone 10, it becomes a very handsome mahogany brown with light brown specks.

MEDIUM RANGE CONE 5/6
ICELIA (Cone 6) A true Cone 5-6 domestic porcelain of superior quality. A similar version to our very popular GLACIA (See High Fire Whites)

TERRACOTTA (Cone 06-6) Perhaps our most versatile body. At Cone 06 it has a pleasing earthen color (not pink) with about 9% absorption,
making it an ideal general purpose school clay with light grog and sand. At Cone 2 it is a true Earthenware with a classic Terracotta color and
about 5% absorption. At Cone 5/6 it becomes a rich red-brown stoneware suitable for functional ware. (about 3% absorption 10% shrinkage).

VENUS WHITE (Cone 5-6) Our most popular mid-range clay body. A highly plastic white stoneware. Superb for functional wheel throwing.
Fires bone white, with great density and a smooth feel. Also available with 30 mesh porcelain grog for added strength & white speckling.

LOW FIRE CONE 06 to 1 Earthenware (Also see Terracotta)

LOW FIRE WHITE -L.F.W. (Cone 05) Perfect for kids work & schools, a superior pure white clay for wheel throwing & hand building. It has a
ring and vitrosity similar to a Cone 10 stoneware body. A very smooth, easy to work clay. It may be fired to Cone 1 for even greater strength.

SANJOSE WHITE -S.J.W. (Cone 05) A similar formulation to Low Fire White but with grog and sand added to produce a stronger, true white
earthenware clay body. May be fired to Cone 1 for even greater strength and density.
